Co-op Residents 
As a fel low Co-op member or 

tenant we are faced wi th a 
serious internal problem and 
that is, maintenance, repairs 
and costs. 

The ma jo r expenses occur-
ing in the opeiat ion of our 
mutual ly owned Co-op is in 
our Ma ;ntenance Department 
for salaries and materials. 
As costs arise we are faced 

with either of two solutions; viz 
raise rents and (or) monthly 
notes or reduce services—neith-
er of which we desire to do. 

We are experiencing a great 
deal of unnecessary cost in 
making repairs and replace-
ments because of wanton van-
dalism by our chi ldren; such as 
the continual breakage of win-
dows in vacant units. Glass re-
placements are unnecessary and 
expensive, and they are costing ' 
all of us money in increased 
operat ing costs. 

This is no longer a government 
housing project where all costs 
are paid by a paternal ist ic body. 

The Co-op is our home; we 
own and operate it through an 
elected Boar dof Directors. It is 
alxsolutely necessary that each 
member develop that feeling of 
"personal ownership and pr ide" 
in the appearance and mainten-
ance of our property. 

When you see chi ldren de-
stroying property or causing 
damage to our buildings and j 
street lights, show a l i t t le per- j 
sonal interest in put t ing an end ] 
to it, since it is money f rom j 
your pocket that wil l  pay for 
the repairs and (or) replace-; 
ments. 

We are hoping this personal 
message to you will  make you. 
aware of some of the problems 
confront ing the management 
and Board of Directors in our 
a t tempt to maintain low rents 
and st imulate the feeling of 

pride in being an onwer in the 
lorgest pr ivately-owned Negro 
enterpr ise in the state of Michi-
gan.

of Army Eleven 

From Tuiane Tilt 
NEW YORK—Citing Louisiana's 
new J im Crow law which could 
impose segregated seating of 
Negro Army personnel and oth-
er colored spectators, Roy Wil-

kins, execut ive secretary of the 
NAACP has urged Secretary of 
the Army Wilber M. Brucker 
"to order wi thdrawal of the 

Army team f rom Tuiane (foot-
ball) game" scheduled for Nov. 
16 in New Orleans. 

. Since enactment of this law. 
Mr. Wilkins pointed out in a 

telegram to Secretary Brucker, 
several nor thern and midwest-
e m universit ies and colleges 
have cancelled both football 
and basketbal l games with 
Louisiana teams. 

For the West Point cadets 
to part ic ipate in a game under 
these circumstances, he said, 
"would be conspicuous endorse-
ment of racial segregation." 

Mississippi  Screams  At 

Negro  Vote Charge 
JACKSON, Miss.—A threat by 

the Depar tment of Just ice to 
prosecute in cases where Negroes 
have been denied the r ight to 
vote in Mississippi d rew angry 
replies f rom Mississippi officials, 
including Governor J. P. Cole-
man. 

Gov. Coleman called the 
statement of Asst. At torney 
General Warren Olney II, a 
"cheap political b luf f , " accord-
ing to the Jackson Daily News, 
and wired him that "Missis-
sippi stands ready to defend 
any of its public officials who 
are sought to be made the vic-
tims of unjust i f ied federal 

Coleman asked Olney to name 
any county registrars in Missis-
sippi who had denied Negroes 

the vote and added, 'if you have 
any cases we will  meet you at 
the courthouse." 

Another scream of anger came 
f rom the Daily News which in 
a f ront page editorial calls CTlney 
"a plain, unvarnished, unmit i -
gated and conscienceless l iar" 
for t ry ing "to tell the people of 
this nation that Negro voters in 
the South are being kept away 
f rom the polls."

Gets Domitory 
HAMPTON. Va. (Special) — 

At the stated October 26th meet- > 
ing in New York of the Board 
of Trustees of Hampton Insti-
tute, the recently occupied new 
$600,00 women's dormitory was 
officially  named Davidson Hall, 
in honor of Olivia A. Davidson 
a graduate of Hampton in 1878 
and the second wi fe of Booker 
T. Washington. 

She also graduated the State 
Normal School at Framing-
ham, Mass., in 1881, and was 
then recommended to Booker 
T. Washington as a person who 
could help him in his new 
work at Tuskegee. 

She reported for work there 
in August, 1881, and served as 
Assistant Principal and teacher. 

After her marr iage to Mr. 
Washington in 1885, she con-
t inued to serve the school until 
her unt imely death in 1889 f rom 
tuberculosis brought on by over-
work. 

Among the many things which 
have been said by Mrs. Wash-
ington's work at Tuskegee, the 
best has been said by her hus-
band in his autobiography "Up 
f rom Slavery": 

No single individual did 
more toward laying the foun-
dations of the Tuskegee Insti-
tute, so as to insure the suc-
cessful work thai has been 
done there, than Olivia A. 
Davidson. 
On the occasion of the ob-

s e r v a n c e of the 75th anniversary 
of Tuskegee, President Mart in 
F. O'Connor paid her this tr ib-

"She is one of the forgotten 
heroines of the batt le to improve 
the qual i ty and amount of edu-
cation available for Negroes," 
declared Dr. Alonzo G. Moron, 

president of Hampton Insti tute, 
"and this will  add one more link 
to the chain of history and as-
sociation which bind Hampton 
and Tuskegee together."
